Tnuva has built a new fermented milk products plant from scratch

onsolidation within the industry,

installing new high-tech process

technology and improving overall

food safety as well as economics are
not developments that are restricted to the
western world. One recent example for
adopting all these dairy industry mega
trends is Israel's No. 1 milk processor,
Tnuva. The company just inaugurated a
new yoghurt, soft cheeses and desserts
plant on a greenfield site near Mount Tavor
in the north of the country. By
implementing all these mega trends, this
new plant has become one of the largest,
most complex and sophisticated of its kind,
being built world-wide.

Tnuva is making some 200 different
varieties from 27 basic products at the new
Eilon Tavor dairy. That in itself is not unusual
but, three levels of kosher production that

by definition must never mix, make things a
lot more complicated. Planning for the 170
million $ project included not only the new
plant but also shutting down two other
dairies. The project started in the late 90s
and will finally be completed this spring. A
peculiarity of this project is that Tnuva
directly bought all equipment and materials
and contracted Tuchenhagen Dairy Systems
(TDS, part of the German GEA/MG
Engineering group) for their technology
expertise to design, install, pipe and
automate TDS, as systems integrators, took
over this contractin 1999, employing up to
35 commissioning technicians and
management on site and, by August 2003,
the first milk was processed at Eilon Tavor.
Since then, the transfer of equipment from
the soon to be closed plants in Haifa and Tel
Aviv has gradually been arranged.
